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What will the earth look like in 50 years if climate change continues at the same rate that it is today?
Why do many scientists consider climate change to be one of the most important issues of your generation?
What are the key indicators that climate change is real and happening today?
The questions stated above are real, relevant, and important. We have been studying climate science for the past several weeks and now it is time to take a closer look at the evidence and attempt to answer the questions above with a higher level of thoughtfulness and scientific accuracy. In this activity you will identify several key indicators of climate change, prepare a digital presentation, and share the presentation with an adult member of your community.
The Process:

1. Identify several key indicators that climate change is happening.

2. Identify and analyze actual data and research that supports climate change and potential consequences.

3. Identify and summarize an opposing viewpoint to human induced climate change. 

4. All sources must be cited within the presentation or included at the end. APA preferred.

5. Prepare an online presentation (google docs or other online presentation media) that highlights your findings.

6. Share your online presentation electronically with your teacher.

7. Present your online presentation with an adult member of your community. 

8. Submit a written evaluation and summary of how your presentation went. What did you learn from sharing the information? 

The assignment is to be completed individually, research time will be given, and a due date will be assigned.
