· Busy/distracting backgrounds confuse viewers.

	Citations
	· All sources of information, graphics and media are properly cited

· Other scholars receive due credit.

· Based on citations, future researchers can locate the materials to verify their validity, accuracy and credibility.
	· Most sources of information, graphics and media use proper citation. 

· Sources are documented making location possible based on information provided.
	· Limited citation of information, graphics and media.

· Proper citation format used incompletely/inconsistently.

7. Present your online presentation with an adult member of your community.
